The DA-8 Sound Signal is designed to meet
the requirements for a marine warning signal
that is audible for two nautical miles. It can be
primary battery or solar powered. Where AC
power is available, it can be operated from
rechargeable batteries or directly from a DC
power supply.

The DA-8 meets both the U.S. Coast Guard
requirements per 33CFR 67 and the “Usual
Range" recommendations of the International
Association of Lighthouse Authorities.

The supporting structure is fabricated of
marine grade structural aluminum. A stain-
less steel supporting structure is also avail-
able. Driver housings are molded of rigid
polyurethane. The acoustical driver elements
are sealed from the marine environment by
noncorrodible diaphrams. Each of the eight
transmitters is enclosed in a unigue diffrac-
tion ring to concentrate the acoustical en-
ergy horizontally.
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The integrated circuit power supply with a
Power-Saver regulator operates at over 80%
efficiency. Power output is constant for a
wide range of input voltage. Dual channels
provide added protection against a complete
power supply fault. The coding timer is con-
trolled by a replaceable “"PROM" to allow
easy field alteration of the coding
characteristic. Dual codes to meet U.S. or
foreign requirements are standard.

The signal can be commanded on or off at
the power supply or at a remote station. A

two hour auto-restart feature is standard to Available in Class I Division 2 rating as ap-
